
ON-LEASH AREAS (Section 13) (see map)
By law, dogs must be kept on a leash in all public areas, unless otherwise
designated. Dogs must remain on leash in the following areas of the
Parklands:

• Within 10 metres of ponds and waterways

• Within 10 metres of the Learner’s Cycleway

• On all roads & shared paths

– Including Grand Drive, cycle lanes, Federation Way and roads outside
Grand Drive

• Inside the area of the Park bounded by Grand Drive

– Including the pedestrian walking path, the horse track, and jogging track 

• In the yard of the Superintendent’s Residence

DOG PROHIBITED AREAS (Section 14) (see map)
Dogs are prohibited in the following areas of Centennial Parklands:

• Children’s Play Areas & Child Care Centres 

– Within 10 metres of all children’s playgrounds

– The Learner’s Cycleway

– The Centennial Parklands Children’s Centre

• Near Food

– Within 10 metres of food preparation and consumption areas (includes
Centennial Parklands Restaurant, the Centennial Parklands Café
forecourt, and BBQs. Short term tie-up facilities are provided for dogs
near the Café. Note: Tethered dogs must be supervised and remain
the responsibility of their owner or carer.)

– The Centennial Parklands Kiosk is located on a public thoroughfare
and therefore on-leash dogs are permitted

• Sports Areas

– The Parklands Sports Centre, Moore Park Golf Course, ES Marks Field,
netball and tennis courts, sporting fields when in use, the Equestrian
Grounds and the Equestrian Centre

• Wildlife Protection Areas

– Ponds, waterways, the Bird Sanctuary and the 
York Road Bushland

• Within 10 metres of the Federation Pavilion as 
bounded by the stone circle in the lawn
(to protect the heritage significance of the place 
where the declaration of Federation was signed)

• Inside the Superintendent’s Residence at the
Oxford Street Gates
(to protect this heritage building)
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OFF-LEASH AREAS (Section 13) (see map) 
In all other areas dogs may be off-leash, but must be under 
effective control. This includes much of Centennial Park outside
of Grand Drive, and in Moore and Queens Parks.

DOGS AND HORSE RIDING DON’T MIX
Seeing the horses trot past on the Horse Track or go through their paces in
the Equestrian Grounds is just one of the enjoyable experiences on offer in
Centennial Parklands. However, seeing a dog chasing, barking at or biting a
horse is not.

Horses are herd animals that tend to panic and react unpredictably to unusual
or threatening situations. They can not only do great harm to themselves when
trying to avoid a frightening situation, but can also kill or injure their rider, other
people and animals, or damage property. 

Horses and dogs often do not mix.  This is why the Centennial
Parklands Equestrian Centre and the Equestrian Grounds are
prohibited to dogs. Please avoid walking along the Horse Track and
ensure that your dog is leashed if you need to cross it. Please also 
be mindful of horses entering and exiting Centennial Park near the
Robertson Road Gates. 

BOLTING HORSE
If you see a horse out of control, 
please keep well clear and 
alert a Ranger on 0412 718 611.
Please also report if the horse had 
no rider, as a fallen rider may need
assistance. A public phone is located at 
the Centennial Park Café.

FEDERATION VALLEY
After extensive community consultation dogs are 
allowed off leash, but under effective control, in
Federation Valley for a 12-month trial (starting in
January 2002). However dogs are prohibited within 
10 metres of Federation Pavillion, as marked by the
stone circle in the lawn.

The Dog Walkers and Professional Pet Minders Association 
Incorporated (DAPPA) has agreed not to walk dogs in Federation Valley 
to help minimise the impacts of over-use of the Valley.

If the trial is successful, these arrangements will be adopted.
